
LAFCO—Initiated Change of Organization / Reorganization 
LAFCO may initiate special district consolidations, dissolutions, mergers, establishment of subsidiary districts, or 

reorganizations that include any of these changes of organization. (GC §56375). 
 

Initiation 
 Commission or Executive Officer initiates a special study or sphere of influence study [56375(a)(2)] 

Special study or sphere of influence study conducted (if more than one district, Commission may appoint a 
reorganization committee) (GC §56375) 

Study does not conclude or recommend a change of 
organization or reorganization 

Proceedings terminated 

Commission determines that a change or reorganization is 
not warranted – proceedings terminated 

Subject agency adopts proposal substantially similar 
to the Commission resolution within 60 days 

Subject agency proposal is processed – 
Commission proposal is terminated  

LAFCO approval 

Conducting authority hearing 
(hearing held in affected territory) 

(GC §57008) 

Study concludes or recommends a change of 
organization or reorganization (GC §56375) 

LAFCO meeting/hearing 

Commission adopts a resolution initiating a

Less than majority voter approval – 
terminate proceedings (GC §57179)
